Mathematical analytical skills
necessary to interpret job cost reports for material lists. Report labor, cost and any pertinent
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notes/information regarding all assigned work orders and return to your foreperson/supervisor
daily. Experience and knowledge or the ability to obtain such knowledge in carpet and tile
installation essential for this position. From time to time, the Paint Shop Lead will assume
foreperson duties in their absence.

This position includes the supervision of the labors, glaziers, flooring, and brick mason and all
associated work related to these skilled trades.

Minimum Qualifications:

e Must have at least 4 years of experience related to painting. Additional experience in
flooring, glazing, and masonry is highly recommended.

e Supervisory experience would be a plus.

e High School diploma or GED is required.

e Must be a self-starter, highly motivated, have a positive attitude and capable of relating to
management, staff and other employees.

e Must be conscientious, exhibit good workmanship in all areas of trade.

e Must maintain a current and valid Oklahoma Driver License.
